Pastor’s Paragraphs . . . 

In Christ Jesus, ¨© 

Now, why am I writing on the second page instead 
of my usual space on the third page? So I can explain 
some things about this LifeVine. Similar to all our other 
issues, it is never-the less different because it actually 
covers a three month period. We could not print the June 
or July LifeVines because our computers stopped 
working when the internet did . . . which may sound 
weird to some of you. But the Office program on the 
computer could not communicate that it was a genuine 
product, bought and paid for, with the company called 
Microsoft. So the software could not get permission 
from the company to run and it turned itself off!  

That meant we could open the LifeVine we were 
working on in the middle of May, but we could not type 
anything in it! We could not change or save it. In other 
words, we could not do anything with it!! 

Sound familiar? If not, consider this application, 
which I’ll honestly guess only a Preacher would come 
up with in advance of sharing it with you. 

How many times have you tried to be a faithful 
Christian but only failed once again? If that is too 
general a question, then consider more specific ones. 
How many times have you: Tried to control your 
temper? Tried to stop cussing? Tried to stop looking at 
porn? Tried to make your body more healthy (dieting 
and/or exercise) since it is God’s Temple? Tried to stop 
smoking? Tried to stop drinking? Tried to start reading 
your Bible more? Tried to start praying more? Tried to 
come to Sunday School? Tried to memorize Scripture? 
Tried to be a better husband, wife, parent, child, friend, 
student etc.? . . . only to fail at it once again? 

If God really loves you and has the power to help 
you succeed, then why are you failing? Ahhhh, I can see 
the wheels turning in some your heads and you know 
what is coming, don’t you? There has to be some sort of 
“disconnect” happening, right? But what is it and where 
is it happening?  

Here it is. Are you ready? It isn’t the internet you are 
missing. But there is a break in your connection with 
God. He cannot communicate that you are a genuine 
Child of God, bought and paid for with the cross of 
Jesus. God cannot communicate that He is genuinely 
both Sovereign over and Loving Toward you.  

As a result, you “Turn yourself off” and refuse to 
trust God with actual, literal, daily and even moment by 
moment control of your life. You do not ask for His help 
and you do not look for His guidance . . . so you do not 
get either one in the measure He desires and you 
need!!
